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What we will be
learning this term...

English
This term, Year 6 will be looking at a range of fiction and
non-fiction books. They will be reading Kensuke’s

Kingdom, Anne Frank and Rose Blanche to support their
writing.

Grammar: This term, the children will continue to use a
range of sentences in their writing and use commas
correctly to punctuate it.

They will begin to vary

the position of clauses in

their writing and use

modal verbs and

adverbs.

Spelling: The children

will learn to spell words

with ‘silent’ letters (e.qg.

knight, solemn) and to

spell a wide range of homophones. Children will learn to
add a wide range of suffixes to words (e.g. —ible, -able, -
fer). They will learn to use dictionaries to check the
spelling of words and a thesaurus to find words with
similar meanings. They will learn to spell words from the
Year 6 word list.

How you can help: Ensure your child reads at home
everyday. Encourage your child to read different books
and use these to inspire their writing. Practise letter joins
when writing sentences. Help your child learn the
spellings sent home for homework.

Computing

Digital Literacy and Computer Science: This term, the
children will learn how search engines are used and how
they select results and rank them. The children will also
use a program to create and manipulate three-
dimensional (3D) digital objects.

Maths

The children will be learning the following:

e Read, write, compare and order humbers to
1,000,000

Round numbers to the nearest 10, 100, 1000,
10,000, 100,000 and 1,000,000

Interpret negative numbers
Use column addition and subtraction
Find the factors and multiples of a number

Multiply and divide 4 digit numbers by 2 digit
numbers

Compare and order fractions
Add and subtract fractions

Multiply fractions and divide fractions by whole
numbers

Calculate the percentage of an amount

Convert between units of measure

Science
Living things and their habitats: In Year 6 children will
learn how to classify living things into broad groups
according to their characteristics. They will learn how to
classify different animals in a range of ways. Children will
identify similarities and differences between different plants
and animals. Children will learn about microorganisms and
their features.

Light: Children will learn how light travels. They will learn
how humans are able to see light and how light is reflected
from objects. Children will learn that shadows are formed
by light being blocked.

History

Wars through time:

This term, children will

learn about different types of conflict. They will focus on
the Civil War, World War 1 and World War 2. Children will
consider the causes of these wars and the short and long-
term effects they had. They will look at the local impact of
World War 2 and how it is remembered. During their
lessons, children will look at primary and secondary
sources and consider how reliable they are.

Geography

South America: This term, Year 6 will use maps, atlases
and digital mapping to name and locate the countries of
South America. They will learn the capital cities and they
key human and physical features of the countries. Children
will learn about the lives of people in different locations in
Brazil and identify similarities and differences with their
own lives.

Art

Drawing: This term, the children will learn to draw the
effect of light on objects and people using shading
techniques.

Painting: This term, the children will learn to identify hue,
tint, tone and shades.

PE

PE will take place on

Tuesday for Y6 Olive and Y6 Lime

Thursday for Y6 Tamarisk and Y6 Sycamore

The children need to bring their PE kits on the correct day.

Invasive games: Children will think about team tactics
when playing basketball.

Dance: Children will choreograph their own dance.

Religious Education

What qualities are important to religious leaders? This
term, the children will learn about religious leaders in
different religions and will make comparisons. They will
learn about the roles and duties of leaders in different
religions.

PSHE

Relationships: The children will learn about responding
to a wide range of feelings. They will learn about healthy
friendships and how to recognise an unhealthy
relationship. They will learn about acceptable and
unacceptable physical contact and respecting peoples
boundaries and privacy.

How can | help at home?

Make it clear that you value homework — set
aside a specific time and area for your child
to work on their homework.

Make sure your child reads for 20 minutes
every day and ask them questions about the
text to help their understanding.

Encourage your child to re-tell the story they
have just read.

Help them to practise their multiplication and
division facts.

Help your child practise their spellings each
week.
